Ali hit the green on 17 while Salehs luck deserted him as he slightly pulled his tee shot left of the flag and into the first cut of rough. The ball plugged and he went on to take bogey which put him two behind playing the last.

Ali was up to the task in hand and played the hole strategically laying up in 2, to leave a short pitch for his third while Saleh had a tricky third shot over the water, which he failed to get close enough for birdie. Ali calmly took a 5 to win the title by 3 shots after Saleh finished with a 3 putt bogey.
Players were presented with their trophies and vouchers after the event in The Majlis overlooking the 18th green where the leaderboard confirmed the finishing scores of Ali Muffleh +8, Saleh Misbah + 11 and Ghanim Al Kuwari +13. There was a cocktail reception and some pass around food and drinks.
